Classtime:

Hold the globe up for the students to see. Ask for a volunteer
to come find your current location on the globe (i.e. Orlando,
Portland, etc.). After that, ask,

Now, who can point out Africa?

Ask a volunteer to locate the continent of Africa on the globe,

and say,

Point to Senegal on the globe so that the students can see its

location. You may want to help them see its position in

comparison to where you are. Say,
Here is how can you remember the location of Senegal? If you
stand with your left hand on your hip and your right hand
pointed out (similar to the

the location of Senegal.

Have the students do the same and wiggle their left elbow to
indicate Senegal.

Toss the globe to one student at a time. Coach them in how to
put one finger on home and one finger on Senegal, then gently
toss it back to you. Ideally, each student will do this.
Occasionally, time or attention spans will not permit everyone
to participate. Use your best judgment. Each time a student
returns the globe to you, give one of the following facts about
Senegal:

Show photos #1 and #2 of a barren tree and locusts.

e 92% of the people (more than nine out of every ten people) in
Senegal follow a major world religion other than Christianity.

e 2% (2 out of every 100 people) are Christian.

e 6% (6 out of every 100 people) are animists. This means that
they believe that spirits live in everything, including rocks
and trees.

e There are 36 languages spoken in Senegal.

o Almost half the people of Senegal (40%) belong to the Wolof
(pronounced WOU-luhf*) language group.

Questions to ask:

e On which continent is Senegal located? (Africa)

o Which part of Africai north, south, west or east? (west)

e Is it north or south of the equator? (northdbarely)

e In which hemisphere is it located? Hemisphere is determined by
the relationship to the equator. (Northern Hemisphere)

e If Senegal had seasons like we know them, instead of wet and
dry seasons, would their seasons be at the same time as ours or
opposite? (If you live in the Northern Hemisphere, they would be
the same. They would be the opposite if you live in the Southern
Hemisphere.)

Bible Application

Ask,
Do you remember how many languages are spoken in Sene-
gal? (36) Can you guess how many of those languages
do not have the Bible?

Allow several children to guess before giving the correct an-
swer.

There are six | anguages in Sene"gal t

verse of the Bible. Another five language groups will have the
New Testament in their languages soon. They are the
Mankanya (pronounced man-CAN-yuh*), Oniyan (pronounced
pronounced Oh-nee-yon*), Jola-Fonyi (pronounced JOH-luh
FAHN-yee*), Saafi-Saafi (pronounced SAH-fee SAH-fee*), and
Bandial (BAN-jal*) peoples. We have a chance to help these
people get ready to read the Bible in their own languages.

Imagine what it would be like to have a Bible in your own lan-
guage for the first time but not be able to read it!

guages. It only costs $65 per year to help a Senegalese child at-
tend reading classesdless than $6 each month. Children who
learn to read well will be able to read the Bible in their language,
once translators complete it. Do you think we could raise about
$12 each month to help 2 children learn to read their own lan-
guage?

Included is a flyer concerning the Sene-
gal Giving Project that can be sent home to inform parents.)

How can we raise money to help children in Senegal learn
to read?

Allow volunteers to suggest ideas, with you as a moderator. Chil-
dren may suggest some of these ideas: read -a-thon, book sale,
garage or bake sales, lemonade stands, make and sell

scarves, etc.
