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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Is a Wycliffe US Internship a mission trip or a job?  Both. It’s an internship experience.  By participating in one of our internships, you will be able to work alongside a Wycliffe missionary in one of our US based offices.  At the same time, the work you do will benefit the work of Bible translation worldwide.  What other internship is like this?
Can I receive school credit for this internship?  Actually, this depends on your school.  We are more than willing to work with your school and internship guidelines.  If you would like to receive credit, please contact Karen Snyder (info below) as soon as possible so that we can explore all that needs to be arranged to make this happen.  

Where will I live? All interns will live in community in 2-3 bedroom houses near Wycliffe headquarters (either Orlando or Waxhaw). You’ll probably have several roommates who will hopefully get to know the REAL you!  Living quarters may be a bit tight, and closet space will be limited, but it all adds to the adventure of bonding with your buds!  Housing costs are covered in the amount raised.
What are the dates of the 2012 Summer Internships?    Sunday, June 3rd – Friday, August 10th.   If your school lets out later than June 3rd , please let us know right away and we will try to make arrangements.  Since the orientation happens in the first week, this is a crucial time to be here.
How much will this cost?  The total cost for these 10 wks is $3,000.  However, since we want you to experience what it is like to have a support team like all other Wycliffe members, we will coach you in building a support team to fund all of this.   This covers your housing, tickets for fun outings, group meals, and other program costs.  On top of this, you will receive $100/wk in food passes and petty cash to spend on food, toiletries, or anything else you will need for the summer.
What else will we be doing other than working in the office?  On top of gaining work experience in one of our departments, you will also participate in discipleship groups with a mentor, learn the joys of living in community, enjoy weekly worship nights, have fun in Orlando’s nearby attractions, and even practice sharing your faith in the community.  Overall, we hope that you will learn more about yourself, your God, and your role in His global mission.
